Students are
responsible for getting their own air fill.

e Your scuba certification card.

e A notebook. This is for taking notes to take home at the end of the course. We will provide
booklets for the field notes and sketches that are required for your NAS certification and that
must be submitted before you leave on Sunday. These booklets will need to be submitted to
receive your certification.

e Other: drinking water, towel, lawn chair, sunglasses, sunblock, hat, cash for meals, snacks.

We will provide the specialized equipment you need for the course, such as tape measures, dive slates,
drafting sets, and waterproof paper.
